Travelling to Croatia
by Jessica St Clair
Winner of the Junior Writing Competition 2025

Just 2 months ago, | travelled to Croatia from New Zealand with my family and let me tell you,
it’s not about the journey, it’s about the destination.

We went to Croatia to visit our cousins and to see where my baba had come from.

Getting there involved three awful plane rides. Don’t even get me started on the second one. It
was a 13-hour flight with no entertainment and horrible food. | was just sitting there, bored out
of my mind.

After 36 hours of travel, | finally arrived in Dubrovnik. But guess what? That wasn’t even my
final stop. I still had a 3-hour car ride to go!

But honestly, | don’t think | should be complaining. My Pra Baba came to New Zealand by boat
just before World War Il. She was only 16 years old, and she came without her parents. Her
journey took four months, which is a long time to be on very small cramped boat.

When | got to Croatia, | noticed a lot of differences between it and New Zealand. I'm going to
share a few with you.

First, the landscape. In Croatia, it feels like everything is made of concrete and brick. It’s like
someone decided one day to concrete the whole country, even some of the football fields are
made of concrete! But here in New Zealand, ours are green muddy fields. Sometimes | think my
mother wishes not to have muddy fields because my brother's knees are alway so dirty.

Next, the language. In Croatia, people obviously speak Croatian, and in New Zealand, we
speak English. So when we arrived, it was a bit tricky trying to understand each other. My mum
kept trying to say the right things, but kept getting in trouble at the supermarket for doing the
wrong thing.

It made me think how hard it must have been for my Pra Baba to learn English when she came
here. The other girls in her class would tell her to say to the nuns words like “hello old bag”
and she did because she didn't understand what she was saying.

Most countries have their own cultural dances. In Croatia, they have something called kolo
dancing, which means dancing in a circle.

| come from a place in Croatia called Korcula. They also perform a special dance called the
Kumpanja. It is performed in villages all over Korcula like Vela Luka, Smokvica, Cara and Blato.
The Kompanja is a battle dance with actual swords from the war. My family and | went to watch
the Kompanja in Cara. During the Kompanja they acted out a battle and someone plays the
Croatian Bagpipes. In my opinion they sound a bit like drowning cats. The Kompanja dates all
the way back to 1620.

When | went to Croatia | realised that Croatia is so far away but it feels like home and even
though there are lots of differences there are also a lot of things that are the same.

Visiting speaker David Pickens
Topic:

The History of Kauri Gum

David will describe the composition of kauri gum and explain its relationship to other
resins. He will cover the history of the use of kapia (kauri gum) by Maori and its
cultural significance.

After 1840 new uses were found for the resin in rapidly industrialising Europe and
North America. These opportunities propelled kauri gum into being one of New
Zealand's top export earners, responsible for funding much of the early development
of the country from the Waikato northward.

On the gumfields, Croatians, from the Dalmatian coast, came to play a dominant role
in the extraction of this resource. In the second half of the 20th century, growing
scarcity and the emergence of synthetics ended the kauri gum industry.

Today, the curtain is coming down on a special by product of the industry, polished
kauri gum. New supplies are all but exhausted, and existing collections continue to
degrade from surface cracking and oxidation. To preserve the beauty of this special
New Zealand taonga, talented Belgian photographer Pieter (Pete) Verdaak has
created a special photographic exhibition for New Zealand, kindly hosted by the
Arataki Visitor Centre, starting on 1 April.

Alongside the exhibition are the following talks which you may wish to attend:

Kauri gum morphology): Saturday, 18 April, 2 pm at the Arataki Visitor Centre,
300 Scenic Drive, Titirangi.

Kauri gum; what it is, the international context, where to find it, what to do with it and
an overview of kauri amber.
